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Maine Teens Receive Scholarships at Maine Media Workshops 
ROCKPORT – In its inaugural year, the new Maine Youth Scholarship Fund has given Maine teens the opportunity to spend part of their summer vacations immersed in the creative environment of Maine Media Workshops, surrounded by peers who share their interest in photography and filmmaking.

This summer Maine Media was pleased to award scholarships to six Maine teens, hailing from Yarmouth to Monroe, to attend a workshop of their choice as part of the school’s Young Artists Program. This program provides opportunities for students ages 14-17 to attend one-and two-week summer workshops in photography, filmmaking, multimedia, and acting. 

Teens from across the country travel to Maine every summer to take part in the program, but over the past three years, few have been Maine residents. The school reached out to photography, film, and art teachers across Maine to promote the opportunity to their students.
